A 60-page document, called "Family and Human
Procreation," was issued just days after President Bush urged the Senate to pass a
constitutional ban on same-sex marriage. It listed these threats as homosexual marriages,
giving gay couples equal legal recognition as married heterosexuals, lesbians demanding
the right to bear children through artificial insemination and gays who want to adopt
children.

In a speech to a conference on families held by the Diocese of Rome,
Benedict made clear in strong language that he intends to pursue the hard-line defense of
traditional Catholic teachings that made him controversial in his role as Pope John Paul
II's chief enforcer of church doctrine.

The debate on the resolution human rights and sexual orientation, as proposed by Brazil
started this afternoon (24 April) in the Commission on Human Rights. The Brazilian
delegation introduced the resolution stating that it created no new rights and that it was
strictly based on existing treaties. They affirmed that it was not a new issue for the UN as
special procedures (UN Special Rapporteurs and experts) had regularly addressed serious
violations of human rights on grounds of sexual orientation, and urged that the time had
come to tackle the issue at the level of the Commission. The Vatican is reported to be



phoning capitals in Latin American countries in order to pressure them to abstain or vote
against the resolution.
